
“Mid-term Overseas Study Programs for Academic Year 2011”
Application Guideline

1)  Purpose 
This program provides students with opportunities for training and research at International Partner Universities of the University of Aizu.  This program aims to produce excellent human resources and enhance the University’s global competitiveness by supporting excellent students participating in the program.  Encouraging students to study abroad also brings a broad view of research and education to the University which has become international standards.
2)  Outline of the Program 

 The University of Aizu will provide students who will participate in this program at universities, research institutes, etc. in other countries which the University has concluded an exchange agreement (International Partner Universities, hereafter referred to as “IPUs”) with financial support for a portion of expenses for this program. 
Students can be supported for an overseas study program provided by the Center for 

Strategy of International Programs only ONCE during their enrollment at the University of Aizu, which includes time at both the Undergraduate School and the Graduate School.
The period of support will be for about three months per student.  However, if the period of the study program lasts for more than three months, students will be provided with as much support as possible within the budget.  In this case, please arrange for a consultation with CSIP.
 Students will be required to make a presentation on achievements attained through 

their participation in the relevant programs, upon their return to Japan.  
3)  The Number of Student Delegates
Approximately two student delegates (To be determined within the budget)
4)  Qualifications and Conditions of Application to the Program
Students who are formally enrolled in the University of Aizu’s Undergraduate School, Master’s, or Doctoral programs, and who have excellent academic and research achievements.  However this does not include international students.  In addition, application eligibility for fourth-year undergraduate students is limited to those who plan to enroll in the University of Aizu’s Graduate School,  for second-year students of the Master’s Program is limited to those who plan to enroll in the University of Aizu ‘s Doctoral Program.  Third-year students of the Doctoral Program and over are not eligible for application to the program.  
Students must have an experience of taking an English test such as TOEFL, TOEIC or Eiken test.
Students who are in good health both mentally and physically, and who are capable of completing the study programs in their entirety without adverse affects to their studies and lifestyles.
Enthusiastic students who have a sincere interest in proactively sharing their knowledge and experiences from their participation in the program as a part of contribution back to the University and local communities, etc. through international exchange activities.
Student delegates accepted for the Program must consent to having their affiliations, years, names and research proposal posted to relevant websites, etc. 
Student delegates must participate in a program related to Computer Science and Engineering at IPUs based on a status such as an exchange student.

Student delegates accepted for the Program must submit reports after their return to Japan.  In addition, these reports will be posted on the relevant websites, etc.

Student delegates accepted for the Program must give presentations on their study/research achievements, exchange activities, etc. at the presentation meetings 
to be held after their return to Japan.
5)  Expenses Eligible for Support by the University 

The expenses described below will be supported within the budget limitations. 
Please note that any costs incurred either before the designated date for starting of the relevant training program, or after March 31, 2012, will NOT be applicable for financial support from these Programs. 
a) Travel and accommodation expenses
- Travel and accommodation expenses calculated according to the University’s 

regulation concerning travel expenses. (International air fare will be calculated based economy-class seating.)

b) Overseas travel Insurance
- Purchase of this insurance is mandatory.  (Purchase procedures for this insurance will be carried out by the University.)
c) Visa application expenses (including for the “Student and Exchange Visitor Information System” (SEVIS)*)

*SEVIS is a computer database system with which information regarding holders of student visas, etc. can be confirmed and managed.  Information is registered onto the system upon the students’ entry into the United States of America.  Payment of administration fees to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security for this service is compulsory.
d) Accommodation Expenses
- Fees for use of dormitories, etc. for exchange students at IPUs.
Budget limit: Up to 3,500 Yen per day (Meals must be paid for by student delegates.) 

e) Necessary expenses for study and research

- Necessary expenses for study and research at IPUs, such as participation fees for academic conferences and general expenses for use of research facilities, etc.
f) Other expenses recognized as necessary by the President of the University
6)  Amount of Support and Payment
After the University reviews the application documents, the “expected amount of 

financial support” will be determined for each successful candidate within each Program’s budgets, and successful candidates will be notified of the amount through letters of acceptance to the Programs. 

Before departure, the “expected amount of financial support” will be paid to student
delegates, and after their return to Japan, documentary evidence submitted by the student delegates will be confirmed, and the “finalized amount of financial support” will be determined.  For this reason, documentary evidence such as receipts, airline tickets, etc. must be kept and submitted to the University promptly after the student delegates’ return to Japan.  Please be aware of the fact that it is possible that expenses without documentary evidence will not be considered for financial support by the University.  (However, submission of receipts for domestic transportation and domestic accommodation expenses is not necessary.)

In the case that the “finalized amount of financial support” is less than the “expected 
amount of financial support” the difference in these amounts must be returned to the University.  However, in cases where the “finalized amount of financial support” is more than the “expected amount of financial support” additional payments to cover the difference in amounts will NOT made to student delegates.

7)  How to Apply
Students applying to the Programs must submit the following documents to CSIP (located in Room #127 on the 1st floor of the Research Quadrangles):
a)  An application form
b)  A letter of recommendation from the relevant supervisor
For students who have been enrolled at the Undergraduate School for three years or less, please fill in the name of a faculty member who can be consulted regarding the relevant student’s academic abilities and academic grades, etc., or a liaison at the student’s preferred host institution as your academic supervisor.  
Deadlines will be announced in a separate announcement.
9)  Selection and Result Notification
Selection of student delegates and result notification will be implemented as follows:
a) The Center for Strategy of International Programs will conduct a preliminary review, taking into consideration application forms and Certified Transcripts.  Applicants will be notified of the results of the preliminary reviews by CSIP.  
b) Interviews for applicants who passed the preliminary review will be implemented by the CSIP, the Student Affairs Division, the Center for Language Research and etc.
c) CSIP will submit a list of recommended candidates to the President of the University, and the President will make the final decision regarding applicants to be accepted to the Programs 

d)  Final selection results will be notified to applicants who passed the preliminary 
reviews. 
10)  Cancellation of Dispatch or Training
The University of Aizu may cancel a decision made regarding selection of student 
delegates or cancel a training program for a student in any of the following cases.  In these cases, the University may require the relevant student delegate to return all, or a portion of support funds received from the University.  
a) In cases when a falsified item/items is/are found in application documents.
b) In cases when a relevant student delegate receives official disciplinary punishment, etc. from IPUs.

c) In cases when the student delegate withdraws from the University of Aizu
d) In cases when the University decides to cancel training program due to 
unavoidable circumstances, such as situations where the safety of participants 
cannot be assured.
